RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS - All students must complete
a minimum residency requirements of 48 quarter hours.

In addition, the final 12 credits of coursework must be
completed at Kendall.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS - Students must submit
applications for admission and official transcripts from all
colleges attended to the Kendall College Office of
Admissions. Students with fewer than 15 semester hours of
transferable college credit must submit an official high school
or GED transcript. A minimum GPA of 2.0 on a 4.0 scale (C
average) is required for admission.
